Course Description:  
 
Introduction to Filmmaking is a course that aims to investigate and explore the various aspects of filmmak-
ing and the filmmaking approach, including aesthetic, historical, theoretical, critical, and practical ap-
proaches to the cinematic medium. Through a series of live online lectures, the class will seek to teach the 
very principles that lie at the core of the art form. The ŎƻǳǊǎŜΩǎ main objective is to educate and inspire 
students by teaching them the language of cinema through lectures, screenings, discussions, and practical 
filmmaking assignments. The class will also explore the relationships that filmmaking has had with society 
throughout its existence and how it continues to impact society as the medium evolves with the help of 
cutting-edge technology.  Classes will be a combination of lecture, workshop, and small group activities.
